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Annual Report 2009

I was delighted to be elected as Chairman of Disley Parish Council in May 2008. I wish to thank all my fellow parish councillors, Mary Webb the Parish Clerk and Tracey Dawson the Assistant Clerk for their support and the work that they carry out on behalf of the Parish and its residents.  

And so here is a brief resume of the activity of the Paris Council within Disley and Newtown over the past year.

The parish council completed its 3 year plan of remedial tree work as prescribed in the latest tree survey and also carried out additional tree work on the woodland site behind the scout hut.  This work was funded by an English Woodlands Grant Scheme and a grant from Macclesfield Borough Council.

The Disley Millenium Wood on Mudhurst Lane has been designated as a Local Nature Reserve by Macclesfield Borough Council.

Much work has been carried out at the Hagg Bank Allotment site.  The hedge on Hagg Bank Lane has been laid and a programme of maintenance work has enabled us to provide additional allotments, which are now fully let.  The allotment holders from the 3 allotment sites in Disley have formed the Disley Allotment Association and I wish to thank Ron Bosanko for his work in organising the initial meetings and for getting the association up and running.

I want to thank the Parish Plan group for their work in getting this initiative off the ground. I think it is wonderful that so many people have taken an interest and have become involved in this plan for the future of our village.  The Parish Council fully supports the Parish Plan and looks forward to observing the results and outcomes of the survey which will be carried out in June and July.  

We are fortunate in having many groups in Disley who work to help and engage residents to improve the village environment. I thank the Pride scheme for yet again providing the village with some lovely spring colour.  The group that I particularly want to mention and thank this evening is the Disley Footpath Society.  The Chairman, Jim Bell recently reported on the work done by the society to improve the Disley Parish footpaths in the last 12 months.  Volunteers patrol all the footpaths in the parish and then report back on the condition of the paths and any defects found.  Peter Birkett works very closely with the Cheshire Public Rights of Way and has initiated many significant repairs and  enhancements as well as routine strimming and light vegetation management.  
The Parish Council is currently making a grant application to WREN in order to try to obtain funding to upgrade the playground at the Arnold Rhodes playing fields.  

On 30th March the Licensing Committee at Macclesfield Borough Council granted an extension to the Alcohol Prohibition Zone in Disley. The centre of the village was already covered by an order.

Parish Councillors and PCSOs have carried out regular surgeries in Newtown this year.  The Parish Council financed improvements to the road at the rear of the houses overlooking the Newtown playing fields and further drainage work was carried out on the football pitch.  Residents and councillors did a litter pick and a public meeting was held to discuss parking issues.

PCSOs Andrea Garcia and Chris Jackson have now completed their first year in Disley.  I thank them both on behalf of the Parish Cuncil for the work that they have already carried out and initiated. I feel that their presence in the village and the work that they carry out is starting to tackle many of the concerns that I had when I became a councillor 2 years ago.

Andrea and Chris have carried out numerous tasks including reducing anti social behaviour and the introduction of Speedwatch.  Disley now has 14 trained Speedwatch volunteers. 

The PCSOs work closely with Disley School and recently carried out a School Speedwatch where people caught speeding on the A6 near the school entrance were asked questions by groups of children relating to their reasons for speeding outside their school. This Speedwatch will be repeated at regular intervals throughout the year.

2008 was also a year of great success for residents Jamie Staff and Sarah and Barney Storey who won gold medals in the Olympics and Paralympics.  A joint venture celebration was hosted by the Parish Council and Disley School where residents were able to have photographs taken with the gold medallists who also signed autographs and took part in an entertaining question and answer session.

Disley School was also the venue for the 2008 Civic Lunch following the annual service held at St Mary’s Church.

And finally congratulations and best wishes to the members of the Methodist Church on the completion of their new church and community room.  This is a much needed facility for the village and I wish to thank the members and their supporters for all their hard work in providing this wonderful new building. 

Financial Report by Chairman of Finance, Cllr. Diane Guy

I wish to begin by thanking the Clerk for her work and support as Responsible Financial Officer and Clerk for Disley Parish Council.

Some of the major items of income and expenditure for the year 2008/9 were as follows:

Remedial work on trees on Parish Council land was completed and cost a total of £7.542.  All the work was checked and there should be no further major costs until the next survey in two or three years’ time

Urgent remedial work to the plinth on one side of the railings round the Fountain has just been completed at a cost of £1,700 (a grant of £1,000 from Macclesfield B.C. Conservation was received towards the cost). Further work will be undertaken on the plinths and the monument itself.

Two new information boards have been installed recently, one on the Ram Green and one at Newtown. The total cost of these boards was just over £4,000 but a grant was funded from Cheshire C.C. Rights of Way for £3,000.

The cost of the Parish Poll held last May had to be paid by Disley Parish Council and the account was £1,684.

Disley Parish Council benefited by income of £15,335 from Macclesfield Borough Council for Double Taxation.   Double Taxation arises as follows:

In areas where playgrounds and parks and trees are owned by the Borough, the maintenance costs are borne by the rating precept set by the Borough so that all residents including Disley residents pay a contribution. Due to the fact that Disley Parish Council owns playgrounds and park areas and pays for facilities such as the Parish Council office, residents in Disley are charged from Macclesfield rates and again from Disley rating precept. Hence the rebate now received for Double Taxation incurred.

Disley Parish Council holds accounts at RBS and Derbyshire Building Society (now owned by Nationwide Building Society) and advice was sought last year from Financial Services and the Assoc. of Local Councils about security for these accounts. Unfortunately, savings not held in personal accounts cannot be guaranteed but in view of the advice given, Disley Parish Council has decided not to make any changes in banking but will of course keep the situation under review.
