	The Clerk also gave details of quotations obtained from companies who provide payroll services but explained that this was a different service than that provided by CEC in that they calculate and produce payroll, tax and NI figures but the Parish Council would need to make monthly payments to staff and HMRC. A BACS payment system would need to be set up with the Parish Council’s bank.

	
	The Clerk said that she required more time to research the options for outsourcing a payroll service.

	Cllr. Guy referred Cllrs. to the letter received from Vivienne Quayle, Head of Performance, Customer Services and Capacity, Cheshire East Council, in response to a letter sent by the Chairman in which she expressed concerns over what seemed to be a lack of progress on the transfer process. CEC are seeking a definitive decision from the Parish Council that they are willing to take on the transfer of the Community Centre and the other proposed services such as Hanging Baskets and Christmas trees.

	
	Cllr. Guy asked Cllr. Davenport to rearrange the cancelled ward visit by Cllr. Macrae. Cllr. Davenport agreed to circulate proposed dates. Cllr. Pattison asked that this be at least a half day visit.

	
	Cllr. Kidd said he was concerned that some information had still not been received. Cllr. Pattison said that, in her opinion, the most significant outstanding issues were the clawback period and the level of service charge to be paid for the library.

	
	Cllr. Watson said that she still had some concerns about the transfer but she agreed that the Parish Council should proceed.

	Cllrs. asked Clerk to contact United Utilities to request that they locate the exact location of the water main running across the field.

	
	Cllr. Kidd said that, in his opinion, the Parish Council should support the club as the provision of sports and recreational facilities featured strongly in the Parish Plan.

	Cllr. Harris reported on the meeting held on 7th December 2011 (copy of minutes attached). He said that the meeting had been very good and that a lot of feedback on the draft plan had been received. He said that CEC wanted the plan to be more specific and include a list of infrastructure needs.

	
	Cllr. Harris said that he had some concerns about how far this plan should go because of the level of community involvement and evidence base. He reported that the timescale for submission had been extended to March/April 2012.

	
	Cllr. Harris asked Cllrs. to consider what they wanted from the plan in terms of an overarching vision and feed this and any other comments back to himself or Cllr. Kidd.

	
	Cllr. Kidd said that CEC had advised that the plan needs an overall vision for Disley. He acknowledged the importance of the Parish Plan and suggested that this should be used to inform and evidence the Village Plan.

	
	Cllr. Davenport said that he had attended a CEC meeting on the Local Plan at which feedback from towns had been given. He suggested that material from this meeting may be useful.

	
	Cllr. Watson asked how the community would be involved in the Village Plan. Cllr. Harris said that a Public Meeting would be held in March 2012.
