	The site is situated off a narrow road at the bottom of hill with poor visibility for vehicular access. This road is currently the only access for HGV vehicles delivering to the factory on Redhouse Lane and is also used as a ‘rat-run’ between the A6 and the B6101 Strines Road. The extra volume of traffic from the proposed development would only serve to exacerbate an already significant problem.

	
	

	
	There is also a major concern about sewerage at this site because effluent will continue to be dealt with using a water treatment system and not mains drainage as stated in the application. This system has been shown to be unreliable at the current property and to increase the number of properties feeding into this system could potentially cause serious environmental problems.

	
	

	
	The development of the second floor with front facing balconies will cause an over-looking problem for the residents of Waterside Cottage.
